Insurance and Preparedness

on your trailer, barn, and even on your horses. Check with your main insurance
provider to see if they can cover these other needs. Be sure to check your policy
to see if itcovers damage caused by natural disasters, such as flooding and wind
damage. Also be sure to check what it will cover for your horse, such as if your

horse would need surgery.

Tips for Evacuating

4 Install locks on all doors and secure facility.

4 Let neighbors know where you are going and leave contact information.

4 Determine evacuation routes ahead of time.

4 Leave as soon as possible to avoid traffic and bad weather (especially if yol
will be pulling a trailer).

& Turn off main electric breaker and water.

What to Do if Not Evacuating

4 Do not lock horses in stall or barn. They could be trapped if the building
were to flood, have something fall on it, or collapse.

4 Have enough food and hay fof7adays. Store these in sealed containers or
plastic bags and place as high off the ground as possible.

4 Have enough water for-3 days. Use large garbage cans to fill with water
and cover with lid. Do not rely on automati@terers.

4 Have a chain saw, fuel, hammers, saw, nails, screws, and fencing materials
to make repairs.

4 Do not stay in the barn with your horse during the storm.

4 After the storm, examine your property for fallen objects, sharp objects
and other dangeros materials, contaminated water, downed power lines,
water and gas leaks, and dangerous wildlife.

4 Examine horses for injuries and signs of illness.

Risk and Concerns during Disasters

* Animal behavior may change drastically during emergency situations due to
stress. Usually friendly and calm animals may become difficult to handle.

Monitor animals in safe and secure enclosures to watch for signs of distress

and changes in behavior.

4 Chames in diet cause horses to be prone to colic, laminitis, and other
diseases. Follow each horses feeding instructions closely and if a change
must be made, do it gradually.

4 Isolate sick and new horses to prevent the spreading of diseases and follow
other sanitary recommendations.

4 Do not leave horses where they may become trapped, such as in a stall.

4 Keep horses on high ground and be aware that if flooding occurs, they may
not be able to see fences and may be caught in them.

4 Keep horses out of flood water if possible and rinse them thoroughly to
prevent skin infections from harmful substances that may be in the water.

4 Give horses clean water to drink. Flood water may contain dangerous
substances, such as chemicals, and ipa&ids.

4 Remove dangerous debris from pastures.

4 Keep humans and animals out of barns that haverbébooded, as they may
be unstable, until it is declared structurally safe.

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Sanitation and Disease Control

Keep facilities clean

Change out feed and water buckets daily
Wash feed and water buckets weekly

Disinfect stalls regularlgspecially when a horse leaves or is sick

Isolate new arrivals and sick horses

Observe all horses for signs of iliness

Clean bits, grooming equipment, tack, etc. (especially if it is shared between hors
this can spread disease easily)

Keep immind that standing water, especially a lot of water after a flood, can lead tc
outbreaks in diseases. Mosquitoes and other biting flies (that already reproduce w
the Louisiana climate) thrive in the warm, damp weather that often accompanies
hurricanes. These insects can transmit diseases such as West Nile, Eastern and V'
Equine Encephalomyelitis, and Equine Infectious Anemia. So, be sure that your ai

are up to date on their vaccinations.

Generally, dorse should be fed about 2% of its total body weight, with approximat
75% of this being fed in roughage, grass, and hay. The other 25% can be feed in conce
(feeds and grains) if needed for body condition. Half of the concentrates should betfesl
morning and the other half in the evening with a five Ib. max at one feeding. For examplt
1,000 Ib. horse should get 7.5 Ibs. of hay (about 1/5 of a rectangular bale) and 2.5 Ibs. ¢

at each feeding. The chart below can assist when figunindeeding rations for unknown

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Water Purification

Horses drink a lot of wateand your supply may run out. Here are a few ways to

purify water for drinking.

4 Boil water for one minute and let cool before using.

4 Add 8 drops (1/4 teaspoon) of household bleach per gallon of clear
water, or 16 drops (1/2 teaspoon) per gallon of cloudy water. Mix and
let stand for 30 minutes.

4 Use water purification tablets following the package instructions.
